Dupont Admits Harm From Imprelis

In July The Miller Law Firm filed the first class action lawsuit arising out of the use of Dupont’s Imprelis herbicide. Since then several more lawsuits have been filed across the country. Dupont has now published a letter in which it admits that Imprelis is causing serious harm to trees. 
"Based on our ongoing review, we have observed tree injuries associated with Imprelis, primarily on Norway spruce and white pine trees. Problems appear to be concentrated in a geographic band that includes Minnesota, Michigan, Indiana, Ohio, Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Wisconsin. …We sincerely regret any damage to trees that Imprelis (R) may have caused.” Dupont noted that it is “continuing to work on this issue with the Environmental Protection Agency, state regulators and university extension specialists."
In addition, Dupont announced the creation of a toll-free hotline where Imprelis users can 
report any problems. 
Imprelis was designed to control growth of nuisance plants on lawns, in parks and on other treated areas such as golf courses. Its contents are four times more powerful than Agent Orange and many of the chemicals in it are non-soluble. These chemicals are penetrating the shallow root systems of these conifer trees, causing yellowing of needles and eventually death of the tree.

Damages are expected to reach into the tens of millions of dollars.
